What  should  I  send?

Follow our code for all age groups.  Choose 
items from each category ensuring they 
are age related.

W. W. W. P. C. E.

W – WASH – Soap, face cloth, sponge, 
toothbrush, toothpaste.

W – WRITE – Pencils, pens, sharpener, 
notebook, small colouring book.

W – WEAR – Hat, scarf, gloves, socks, new 
underwear, hair accessories, jewellery.

P – PLAY – Cars, doll, ball, skipping rope, 
travel games, dominoes, recorder, 
harmonica, playing cards.

C – CUDDLE – Vital! – Small cuddly toy.

E – EAT – Sweets/ Chocolate – check 
sell-by date.

Further suitable items for elderly 

Thermal wear, �rst-aid kit, vaseline, sewing 
kit, candles, safety pins, playing cards, 
hand lotion, shaving kit, nail scissors, 
notebook & pen.
